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1. Carefully plan layout of components and make holes in deck (fig B)

. Remove the locking nut and rubber washer from the hand shower holder.
Slide the hand shower holder down through the escutcheon and hole then
secure with the rubber washer and mounting nut ( fig C)

. Remove the handles, plastic spacers and locking collars of the hot and
cold valves keeping the mounting nuts at the bottom position. Slide the hot
and cold valves up through the holes (red for left hole, blue for right

hole ) with the 2 outlets facing each other. Fit escutcheons, tighten the
locking collars and mounting nuts in turn and reassemble the handles

. Remove the hex nut, washer, O ring, diverter housing, mounting nut and
the rubber washer from the tub filler, slide the body down through the hole
and secure with rubber washer and mounting nut. Reassemble the other
parts.

. Connect the hot and cold valves to the tub filler with connecting rods,
tighten the connecting nuts

. Assemble hand shower hose and balancing block

. Turn on water supply and check for water tightness and correct operation

*Please note, this product must be used as a 4 hole tub filler. For the 3
hole version without a hand shower please order F702-5
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For best results, keep the following in mind to retain the high quality finish of your faucet:

» Use a soft, dampened sponge or cloth. On no account should you use an abrasive material such
as a brush, scouring pad or steel wool to clean surfaces.
