• Insert the inner striker upright over the corner channel upright and 
place it in either corner of threshold, based on door swing direction. 

• Tape into place or let someone hold it temporarily. 
• Do not screw into place until step 10.

• Measure from inside of the stall the distance between the inner striker upright and door hinge piece. 
• Trim the extra length of the drip pan that would be on the striker side of door. File the cut, smooth and round the edge. 
• Adjust position as needed to provide a slight horizontal tilt to the drip pan (with low side toward the hinge side of the door) so that the water runs 

back into shower. 
• Align bottom edge of the drip pan with the bottom edge of the door and drill holes to mount drip pan. (Be sure to avoid drilling into glass.) Slide 

vinyl sweep into drip pan as shown. Use screws to fix drip pan to door. Apply silicone to fix sweep.

• On completion of assembly and installation, caulk entire inside of the unit where it meets the wall and the base and the outside of threshold where it meets 
the walls and base to prevent water leakage. Wait for 24 hours before using, for silicone to dry.
